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1. National activities
Also in 2018, the OMEP Czech Republic had its representatives in the Advisory Board of the Ministry of Education of the Czech Republic in field of early childhood education. Thanks to the representatives in the Advisory Board, also in 2018 the members of the Executive Committee were also submitted documents on early childhood education proposed by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports for comments. In 2018, the Advisory Board mainly discussed the methodology for the financial reform of regional education in the field of early childhood education, then getting acquainted with the announcement of the development program “Financial overlapping of direct pedagogical activity of teachers, taking into account the operation of kindergartens”, getting acquainted with the Methodology for the implementation of the aforementioned development program, commenting on the Methodological recommendation on the individual education of children at kindergartens and verifying the achievement of the expected outcomes, getting acquainted with the proposals for the amendment to the Education Act, commenting the proposal of free school lunches, and other current issues concerning the early childhood education.
The OMEP members are regularly informed on the events of the OMEP Czech Republic by forwarding up-to-date information via e-mail and through responsive websites. 
On 22 November 2018, the general meeting of the members was held at the JAK Museum,  attended by 35 members and guests. One of the guests of the meeting was Mgr. et Mgr. Jaroslava Vatalová, who introduced the current information from the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports in the field of early childhood education to the present guests, and Mgr. Hana Splavcová from the National Institute for Education informed on the development of the Framework Educational Programme for early childhood education and other news from the National Institute of Education. The members of the scientific and organizational teams presented the course of the World Assembly and Conference to mark the 70th anniversary of the establishment of OMEP. The annual membership meeting included the elections to the Executive Committee where the new members of the Committee were elected for the following period 2019-2021.
Like in the previous two years, in March 2018, 9 students from the University of Plymouth in the UK visited three kindergartens in Prague, whose directors are members of the OMEP (Jana Vaníčková - MŠ Na Vrcholu, Prague 3, Jaromír Pavlíčková MŠ Revoluční, Prague 1, Dana Moravcová MŠ Čtyřlístek, Prague 2). During the traineeships, they became acquainted with the system of early childhood education in the Czech Republic. The accompanying lecturer Philip Selby is a member of the OMEP UK. 

The Executive Committee of the OMEP Czech Republic had regular meetings (4 times a year). The meetings addressed the current issues of the OMEP Czech Republic. In the first half of 2018, we intensively devoted ourselves to the preparation of the OMEP World Assembly and Conference to mark the 70th anniversary of the OMEP. 
2. International activities
The World Organization for Early Childhood Education holds a World Assembly every year, attended by delegations from around the world. Together with the OMEP World Assembly, an international conference is organized which is always a prestigious event for the host country. At the conference, the renowned specialist in the field of early childhood education from the academic as well as practical world share their experience, but also the representatives of such organizations as UNICEF take part in it. For the year 2018, the Czech Republic was chosen for the organization of the OMEP World Assembly and Conference. In 2018, the OMEP celebrated its 70th anniversary. The World Assembly and Conference took place from 25 June to 29 June 2018. The conference was attended by almost 700 participants from 67 countries of the world. On 14- 16 November 2018, the Chairwoman was invited to perform and attend a conference entitled The Kindergarten is for all children, held in Slovakia, in Bratislava, on the occasion of the Kindergarten Day in Slovakia. It was organized by the OMEP Slovakia. Due to the Chairwoman´s busyness, the conference was attended by her representative, Jana Prekopová. 
3. Priorities for 2019
· Preparation of the conference on the occasion of the 150th anniversary of the establishment of the first kindergarten in the Czech Republic.
· Representation of the OMEP Czech Republic at the European Meeting and Conference in May 2019 in Lisbon. 
· Provision of a travel grant for the OMEP members to support their participation in European conferences of the OMEP.
· Participation in the Conference of the OMEP Slovakia on the occasion of the 190th anniversary of the establishment of the first nursing home in Slovakia, Banská Bystrica, on 7-8 November 2019.
· Cooperation with other organizations in the field of early childhood education - the OMEP as the initiator of regular meetings of all three organizations.
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
